HOURS: 
Camp operates rain or shine from 9 AM to 5 PM.  All  

campers, unless registered for after care, must be picked up 

no later than 5 PM.  Hours for campers registered for before 

and after care (extra fee) are 8:30 AM to 5:30 PM. 

 

LOCATION: 
Within the Wantagh County Park, follow the road into the 

park and take it to the end.  At the end (the pool area) bear 

left.  Campers should be dropped off and picked up at the field 

on the east side.  You will see Girl Scout signs. 

 

ACTIVITIES: 
Some activities require campers to sit on the ground.  Please 

supply your child with something to sit on for these  

activities. 

 

WEATHER: 
The park has shelters we may use in mildly inclement 

weather.  Remember, camp is held outdoors.  Please read the 

back of this document for information on our “Rainy Day 

Site”.

**SUMMER FUN AT WANTAGH RAINY DAY SITE INFORMATION** 

On mornings when the weather is threatening, our Wantagh Park Summer Fun Director reviews the 

weather forecast for the day and determines where camp will take place.  If the weather is threatening, she 

will make the determination to use the “rainy day” location. 

 

The “rainy day” location is the Grace Evangelical Lutheran Church, 1294 Bellmore Avenue, North 

Bellmore, New York, 11710.  Location is subject to change.  You will be notified in advance of any 

changes in location. 

 

To let you know where camp will be operating, please feel free to call the Service Center after 8:00 a.m. 

at (516) 741-2550.  Press Star (*)306 and you will hear a recording telling you where the Wantagh  

Summer Fun Program will be held.  You can also access this information from the home page of our  

website at www.gsnc.org.  If the weather changes during the day, please use the same procedure to find 

out where your daughter can be picked up.

Directions to Grace Evangelical Lutheran Church 

 

All communities North of Southern State Parkway 

 

From the East – Take Southern State Parkway to exit 25 (Newbridge Road South), proceed to Jerusalem 

Ave, and make a right.  Go to Bellmore Ave, make left; church is on the right side of street, about one and a 

half blocks south. 

 

From the West – Take Southern State Parkway to exit 24 (Merrick Avenue North), proceed to Jerusalem 

Ave, and make a right.  Go to Bellmore Ave, make a right; Church is on right side of street, about one and a 

half blocks south. 

 

All communities South of Southern State Parkway 

 

From the East – Take Sunrise Highway to Bellmore Avenue, make a right.  Go approximately two (2) 

miles on Bellmore Ave; Church is on left side of the street opposite ball field.  (If you reach Jerusalem Ave, 

you have gone too far).
