Our Girl Scout Cookie® sale period is being extended in order to allow all of
our girls to reach their personal and Troop goals. Girls can sell from
March 31, 2009 to April 20, 2009, for an extra 3 weeks of (springtime) sales!

Starting on Tuesday, March 31, 2009, this Goal-Maker period gives Troops the
chance to earn extra rebate money. Here’s how it works:

e The individual girl who has the highest number of boxes sold from March 31 to April 20 will
receive an adorable Elly the Elephant stuffed animal mascot.

e The Troop that has the most sales during this time frame will receive an all-expense paid party
(some limits apply) at Dylan’s Candy Bar in Roosevelt Field.

e Reconnect with all those who ordered from you earlier in the sale — those cookies
disappear pretty quickly! Remind them that this is their last chance to get Girl Scout
Cookies® this year.
