registered the organization's first 18 girl members in Savannah, Georgia. 

Girl Scout Week, celebrated each March always includes the Girl Scout Birthday, 
March 12.  During that week we encourage everyone to show their Girl Scout pride 

by participating in some of the activities from our Girl Scout Week Calendar.  To 
participate, girls should: 

 
 1.  Choose FOUR or more ACTIVITIES to complete during the week, 

 2.  Checkmark the activities completed,  

 3.  Have a leader or parent sign in the appropriate place, and   
 4.  Hand it in to your leader to qualify for the Girl Scout Week 2010 patch.  

 
When at least 4 activities have been completed, a special Girl Scout Week 2010 

patch may be purchased through the GSNC Shop. This patch must be 
preordered and prepaid by March 30 and will be available for pick up in the 

GSNC Shop on April 26.  The cost of the patch is $1.25.  Girl Scout Daisies 
may wear the patch simply by participating in one activity. 

Girl Scout Sunday and Girl Scout Sabbath gives girls an opportunity to attend 
their place of worship and be recognized as a Girl Scout. If a place of worship is the 

group sponsor, girls may perform a service, such as greeting, ushering, or doing a 
flag ceremony. These days can also be a time when girls explore other faiths.
